 The prospective referees will also be expected to attend an After School meeting (TBA) with the S. Albert Ref Coordinator to go over all that is expected from our St. Albert Referees through the season.

Students referee in a 2-Ref system & currently earn $20 per ref each game for officiating SAY Matches (2nd & 3rd Graders).  Second year referees have the opportunity to referee CYO games (4th-6th Grades) on Stags Field.  Last year, the new referees averaged about 5 games each, with the second & third year refs getting about 12-17 games apiece.
